Grading:
Citizenship grades  (G, S, N) are based upon following school, classroom and honesty expectations.
Academic grades will be given based upon science assessments, lab work, homework, and projects.  Points are assigned to each graded item. Most of the points that students can earn are from the assessments. Assessments are in the form of quizzes, tests and lab practical exams.  The total points students earn for the quarter will be divided by the total points possible to come up with a percent score. 

 The percent score will then be converted to a quarter grade as follows:                                                                                                 90 to 100 = A, 80 to 89 = B,  65 to 79 = C, 50 to 64 = D, below 50 = F

Late Work
LATE WORK WILL BE GIVEN PARTIAL CREDIT.  LATE MEANS THAT THE STUDENT DID NOT TURN WORK IN BEFORE THE END OF THEIR CLASS PERIOD IN WHICH IT WAS DUE.  NO CREDIT IS GIVEN TO WORK OVER ONE WEEK LATE.

Honesty Expectations: All student work must be original and their own!!!

REMEMBER ANY FORM OF PLAGIARISM WILL RESULT IN NO CREDIT GIVEN. No matter what quantity of material the student was found cheating on the consequence will be the same.
Missed Work and Tests 
IF A STUDENT IS SICK HE/SHE MUST COME IN THE DAY THEY RETURN TO SET UP A TIME TO MAKE UP MISSED WORK.  FAILURE TO DO SO WILL RESULT IN RECEIVING O CREDIT FOR WORK MISSED. IF A STUDENT IS ABSENT FOR A TEST, THE DAY THEY RETURN THEY WILL MAKE UP THE TEST IN CLASS.
